She is the only female magician with a degree in magic and has
worked all over the world since turning professional in 1990.

Champion aerialists Vital Buza and Devon Gery dazzle spectators
their trapeze and gymnastic skills with Lira and Strap Acts, using
state-of-the art equipment and rigging.

“They personify ‘performance’and ‘space’ - key characteristics of the
new 2006 Nissan Pathfinder that will be unveiled for the first time in
the UAE at the motor show,” said Slim.

Four shows will be presented daily at the Nissan stand, at 3.30 pm,
5.30 pm, 7 pm, and 8.30 pm for the duration of the motor show.

Nissan’s Middle East communications partner TBWA\RAAD has
commissioned renowned Las Vegas producer Sal Murillo to present
and direct the motor show entertainment acts. Murillo is the founder
of Las Vegas-based Unique Entertainment and has presented more
than 100 live shows in four continents as well as innumerable televi-
sion spectaculars.
